IMPORTANT INFORMATION – PLEASE READ

Welcome to the 17th Annual Blue Ridge Classic Horse Show, July 27-31, 2010….. whether you’ve joined us before, or this is your first time with us, we are happy you’re here!!   

HACKNEY HARNESS & HACKNEY PONY CHANGE:  These sections have been upgraded to a “B” rating by USEF.
CLASS TITLE CHANGE: Class 146 – ASB 3-Gaited 3 Yr. Old – will become a $250 Added UPHA ASB 3 Yr. Old 3-Gaited Classic.
CHANGES TO CLASS LINE-UP:  
· Class 16 – Friesian Walk/Trot Open–All Seats – will move from Tues. morning to follow Class 45 on Wed. morning

· Class 61 – Friesian Country English Pleasure Saddle Seat Open – will move from Wed. night to follow Class 50 on Wed. morning.  Will go before the ring drag.

· Class 145 – ASB 3-Gaited Show Pleasure-$250 Novice Rider Championship – will move from Fri. morning to be the 1st class on Fri. night.

CLASS ADDITIONS:

· Class 18A – Open Western Pleasure-Any Breed, All Ages – will be the 1st class on Tues. night

· Class 27A – Morgan Park Saddle-Ladies & Amateur – will follow Class 27 on Tues. evening, going before the ring drag (will qualify for Class 149-Morgan Park Saddle-Open Championship)
· Class 34A – ASB Park Pleasure Driving-Junior Horse – will follow Class 34 on Tues. night (will qualify for Class 97-ASB Park Pleasure Driving-Open Championship)
· Class 37A – Road Horse Under Saddle-Amateur – will be the 1st class on Wed. morning

· Class 60A – Morgan Park Harness-Amateur/Jr. Exhibitor – will follow Class 60 on Wed. night (will qualify for Class 207-Morgan Par Harness-Open Championship)
· Class 115A – $100 IFSHA Regional Champion Friesian Western Pleasure Open – will follow Class 115 and go before the ring drag on Thurs. night
· Class 116A – Morgan Pleasure Driving-Ladies – will follow Class 116 on Thurs. night (will qualify for Class 165-Morgan Pleasure Driving-Open Championship or Class 214-Morgan Pleasure Driving-Amateur Championship)
· Class 124A – $100 IFSHA Regional Champion Friesian Carriage Pleasure Driving Working Open (Singles, Pairs or Multiples) – will be the 1st class on Fri. morning
OTHER:  A ring drag has been added between Class 133 and Class 134.

CLASS QUALIFICATION CHANGE:  Class 11 – ASB Three-Gaited Country Pleasure-Limit Horse – qualifies for Class 154 (ASB Three-Gaited Country Pleasure - $300 Adult Championship).

BE SURE TO SETTLE YOUR SHOW ACCOUNT BEFORE THE END OF THE SATURDAY NIGHT SESSION.  Please come by early and verify your account to make sure the charges are correct.  Failure to do so will relinquish the right for change.  THE HORSE SHOW OFFICE WILL NOT BE OPEN ON SUNDAY FOLLOWING THE HORSE SHOW.

VERY IMPORTANT – MOTORIZED VEHICLES:  Children without a valid driver’s license will NOT be permitted to operate a motorized vehicle of any kind (including, but not limited to, golf carts, motorcycles, scooters or farm utility vehicles) on the competition grounds.  Children with a valid temporary license may operate the above-described motorized vehicles as long as they are accompanied by an adult with a valid driver’s license.  Violations of this rule will be cause for sanctions against the parent(s), guardian(s), and/or trainer(s) who are responsible for the child committing the offense.  Penalties may include exclusion of the child, parent(s), guardian(s), and/or trainer(s) from the competition grounds for the remainder of the competition and charges being filed against any of the above individuals in accordance with Rule VI.  Wheelchair is exempt from the definition of a motorized vehicle for purposes of this rule.  (GR301.5)

GOLF CART RENTAL:  Arrangements for golf cart reservations are 100% between Golf Cart Service and the exhibitors.  Contact them @ 864-574-44616 or Service@GolfCartService.net.   If golf cars are not pre-ordered, show management may not be able to get one for you at the show.

CAMPERS:  Campers and RVS must be parked in designated areas, which are on a “first come, first served” basis.  Electrical boxes on the camper spaces will be locked.  You must come to the Show Office to get a permit, at which time the box will be unlocked.  NOTE: Those arriving during hours that the Show Office is closed should be prepared to be self-contained until the next morning.
